
BFA in Art, Art Education Guidelines 
The first step to become an art teacher in the State of Georgia is to complete the BFA in Art, Art Education 
concentration at Kennesaw State University (KSU) which is a 120-hour program. This degree is a shared program 
between the School of Art and Design, the Bagwell College of Education (BCOE), and is approved by the Georgia 
Professional Standards Commission (GaPSC).
